Dear Co-Laborer in the Harvest,

Welcome to the International School of
Ministry™. We have created this program with
one main obijective, to train laborers for the End-
Time harvest. We believe that God works through
the local church, with God’s shepherds being the
key to a massive mobilization.

While attending seminary some years ago, |
studied a local church in Alaska that had sent
out over 1,000 of its members, in teams, to plant
new churches. | asked myself, “What if every
church would send out at least 50 members?”

Missionaries to Nigeria

Armed with a vision, much zeal and little
wisdom, I moved with my wife, Lisa, and two
small daughters as missionaries to Nigeria, West
Africa. There we worked on the two goals of the
church in Alaska, which were to:

- turn local churches into ministry training
centers,

- turn local churches into church-planting
centers.

Using an English video curriculum put together
from a number of respected ministries, we tried
a giant experiment in Nigeria. We registered
students and helped pastors start church-based
training centers inside each local congregation.
The results were staggering. During an 18-month
period, amidst political and economic turmoil,
we registered over 4,000 students and started 140
training schools. Even more significant was the
powerful transformation the Word of God made
upon the lives of the students. Although the
teachings came through videotape, there was an
anointing transfer from the veteran ministers we
used in the curriculum to believers who sat under
the instruction.

The International Curriculum™

While in Nigeria, my heart turned to other nations
of the world. | knew if the program worked in
West Africa, it would also function in Latin
America, China, Russia, India and even developed
regions like North America, Europe and Australia.

I returned to California to create The International
Curriculum™, a project we dubbed as “the training
equivalent of the Jesus Film.” The initial video
recordings took 20 months and cost over $250,000
to produce. We could write a book on the miracles
God did as we worked to get the finest instructors
possible to participate in the program. The
recordings were done live in up to 15 languages,
using cutting-edge technology.

Sponsoring a Language

The International Curriculum™ (IC) was
created to help as many ministries and mission
agencies as possible to start training schools all
over the world. This involves putting master
copies of the video and audio teaching tapes
into the hands of others, allowing the duplication
of that material, without royalty or restriction,
on the mission field. From the start of the
project, we created a sponsorship program. The
cost to help sponsor the production of a language
is $1,900. These funds have been sown into
developing the different languages with which
we work. This will give an organization unre-
stricted duplication permission for all trimesters
of world-class training in a specific foreign
language. There are, however, some definite
guidelines to the program:

1. With a sponsorship, duplication of audio
and video media is allowed only for use
outside the United States.

2. The $1,900 sponsorship applies only to
languages that we currently are developing.

3. For undeveloped languages, about $5,000
is required to put all trimesters into that
language.

4, The $1,900 sponsorship relates only to audio
and video media duplication.

5. Sponsorships must be approved by Good
Shepherd Ministries’ leadership and some
restrictions may apply in certain regions.

Additional Costs Would be as Follows:

< The price for master media is $10 per
session. Masters are available in Super-
VHS, VideoCD, and chrome audio tape
formats.

= The price for standard media is $5 per
session. Copies are availabe in VHS,
VideoCD, and audio tape formats.
(Quantity pricing is available)

= Duplication costs are the responsibility
of the sponsoring individual or organi-
zation.

Regional Centers

Based on trust and right relationship, Good
Shepherd Ministries International will consider
establishing a sponsor as a Regional Center for
a nation. A Regional Center should be a language
sponsor first. The main difference between the
two is that a Regional Center has authorization
to establish schools using our ISOM workbooks
in a specific region and language. Some nations
may have more than one Regional Center. The
Regional Center must have the objective of filling
a nation with training, desiring to cooperate with
other organizations with the same goal.

Once established as a Regional Center, a ministry
may then start multiple schools following the
International School of Ministry™ guidelines
provided them. This would include the duplica-
tion rights to all video and audio media in their
language as well as the right to duplicate Inter-
national School of Ministry workbooks and
related material from the International School
of Ministry™ for their registered students. They
may also establish, in consultation with Good
Shepherd Ministries International, a suitable
student registration fee for the region if one
already does not exist. A tithe of the student
registration fees needs to be returned to Good
Shepherd Ministries International and the rest
of the student fee goes to the Regional Center
to help cover overhead costs. Accurate records
of school and student registrations need to be
provided quarterly to Good Shepherd.

The translation of workbooks and related
material into new languages by sponsoring
organizations will be co-ordinated with Good
Shepherd Ministries International on a partnership
basis.

The Trinity

INTRODUCTION

The word Bible means book. It contains sixty-six separate books of various literary forms,
such as letters, history, narrative, epic poetry, song lyrics, and apocalypse, but with one theme.
God compiled this book over a period of 1500 years - from 1400 B.C. to A.D. 100. It is forty
authors included shepherds, fishermen, warriors, priests, prophets, kings, a physician, a scholar,
and a cupbearer. Such a diverse literature of truth affecting every generation of every culture,
nation and tribe could only be put together by the hand of God.

LESSON OUTLINE
I. THE BIBLE IS GOD’S INFALLIBLE WORD

“All Scripture is God breathed and is useful for teaching, rebuking, correcting and training
in righteousness, so that the man of God may be thoroughly equipped for every good
work” (2 Timothy 3:16, 17).
